Course description:

This course builds on the foundation provided by IT310. Students are introduced to advanced programming concepts such as tables, arrays, file handling, report generation and screen processing as implemented in business-oriented language such as C++.

Course objectives:

1. Declare variables, define the constants and write the #include necessary for business application program.

2. Give a problem specification requiring input of one or more records write a program to input the data and output it with well-labeled and well-edited fields.

3. Effectively use C++ operators in a business application program.

4. Given a business problem involving an extensive set of iterative and alteration control structures implement it in C++ using the while/for/do statements and the if/switch statements.

5. Implement a business problem using functions.

6. Design and code a program that uses a one-dimensional array.

7. Design and code a program that uses a two-dimensional array.

8. Discuss and compare the use of subscripting versus using pointers to access the array.

9. Design and code a program that uses functions from the string-handling library.

10. Design and code a program that uses structures.
